'RE: MURDER OF LASANTHA WICKEMATUNGE:

As you are avare, my husband, Mr Lasantha Wickrematunge was murdered on'§
Jamuary, 2009. Up to now, no details ofthe progress of the polie inquiry ito this murder
have been released o the public or been made known 0 me.

On 28 January 2009, the Hon. Keheliya Rambukwlla, Ministerof Foreign Employment
Promotion and Welfare stated at a media briefng that the government was aware of the
idenity of the murderers and tha the president would make the fats known on 15
February 2009. M. Rambukwelas xact words,as quoted in the Daily Mirror
Dewspaper of 29 January 2009 were as follows:

*Currcaly all we can sy s that investgation are sl ongoing. There is o updte snd
we willnot divulge anything now as this could hamper the inquirics. The President has
made his decision 0 reve o the mediaon February 15 some very important detils
behind boh the atacks so we will have to wait ll hen.”

“This satement has not been coniradicted by Mr Rarmbukwella o anyone cse.

“The satcments made by senior ministersof the government show unequivosslly that he
and the president o Sri Lanka ar aware o the identity ofth Kiles. However,despite
over six weeks having passd since Mr Rambukowelassttement, no announcerment has
been made; nether have suspects been named or apprehended.

At the inguest nto my husband's murder on January 15,1 requested court (0 direetand
fuciltatc an independent investigation into the Killng with an international eam of
inquiters and focnsic experts. also requeste thatthe present investgation be handed
over tothe Criminal Investigatons Department,

It been over two months since my hushand waskilld and there has stil been no
credible breakthrough i the investigation. No murder weapon, no suspect, 1o post
mortem report has still been made public.
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Itisinthis context that on the next day of hearing on February 18 my lawyers Mr.
M.L.M Ameen PC appearing with Mr. Mizbah Attorney At Law, again requested the
Court o hand over the case o the Criminal Investigations Department.

“This request was however refused.

As both the present police nvestgation and any possible CID investigation vill in any
eventcome nder your purview | requestyou therefore without dely 0 record
tatement n this rgard o the Hon. Keheliya Rambukwell,ascertain the deniy of the
‘murderers, very important deailsof which are adnmitly known t both Minisce
Raambulowelaand President Mahinda Rajapakse and ake immedict cton o pprehend
the murderers and bring hem fo ustcs
